Welcome to the 25th Annual Festival Regatta in Lowell, MA. This race packet contains
the revised event schedule, lane assignments, race rules, and course map. Please pay
particular attention to the revised schedule, regarding new heats and event schedule
changes.

Please launch at least thirty (30) minutes prior to your scheduled race time. Boats
launching have priority over boats docking. If you are hot-seating or sharing equipment,
notify the dock master and have all equipment and rowers ready to switch quickly.

NOTICE that the travel lane to the START is on the launch side of the river. Use caution
when rowing to the start line or from the finish line and stay to the side of the river away
from the racing lanes. There is no need to cross the river or the race course. Be safe!

All races and heats are 2000m in length except for Masters, Seniors, and Veterans
which are 1000m.

The MRRA Concessions Committee will have food and beverages
available for sale on the back deck overlooking the river just past the
registration area. If raining, location will be in the boathouse.

Good Luck to all competitors and enjoy the races!

Motor boats may travel the travel lane between races at head way speed. Please no
wake! Your cooperation is greatly appreciated by the competitors.

9. Where are the restrooms? Off the main hall by the deck near registration.
